Need:

· The Excel quiz “Talk - Choose God (Match The Pictures)”
· Team numbers on pieces of paper (2 of each number) - distribute the numbers to the kids

· Prizes for the winning team

Run the quiz show – If the same team number comes up again the same team will be allowed to come up again.

Some choices have only a limited shelf life and won’t make a major difference to your life. Others have longer lasting effects, such as what subjects are chosen later in high school.

Jesus said that you can’t sustain split loyalties – you can’t remain passionate about things that money can buy and follow God. You’ll end up being devoted to one and despising the other – 2 timing doesn’t work, especially with God. It’s easy to get our focus wrong and our priorities wrong. We need to make a choice, and stick with it.

Who will give you all that you really need for the long term? Where will you get reasure that will last? Following Jesus will leave you with long-lasting valuable treasure.
